SB 608: Traffic Offenses: Provides criminal penalties for a person who commits a 

moving violation that causes serious bodily injury to, or causes or contributes to the 

death of, a person operating or riding in a motor vehicle or operating or riding on a mo-

torcycle. Requires that the person pay a specified fine, serve a minimum period of incar-

ceration, and attend a driver improvement course. Requires the court to revoke the per-

sonôs driverôs license for a specified period, etc. 

HB 403: Traffic Offenses: Provides penalties for person who commits moving viola-

tion that causes serious bodily injury to, or causes or contributes to death of, person 

operating or riding in motor vehicle or operating or riding on motorcycle. 

HB 45: Regulation of Firearms and Ammunition: Regulation of Firearms and Am-

munition: Prohibits specified persons & entities, when acting in official capacity, from 

knowingly & willfully regulating or attempting to regulate firearms or ammunition in 

any manner except as specifically authorized by s. 790.033, F.S., or other general law; 

provides penalty; eliminates authority of counties to adopt ordinance requiring waiting 

period between purchase & delivery of handgun; provides that no public funds shall be 

used to defend unlawful conduct of any person charged with violation of section; pro-

vides fines for governmental entities in whose service or employ provisions of section 

are knowingly & willfully violated; provides for investigation of complaints of criminal 

violations & prosecution of violators by state attorney; provides exceptions to prohibi-

tions; provides conditional effective date. 

SB 234: Firearms: Provides that a person in compliance with the terms of a concealed 

carry license may carry openly notwithstanding specified provisions. Allows the Divi-

sion of Licensing of the Department of Agriculture and Consumer Services to take fin-

gerprints from concealed carry license applicants. Limits a prohibition on carrying a 

concealed weapon or firearm into an elementary or secondary school facility, career 

center, or college or university facility to include only a public elementary or secondary 

school facility or administration building, etc. 

SB 244: Motor Vehicles/Highway Safety Act: Provides legislative intent relating to 

road rage and aggressive careless driving. Requires an operator of a motor vehicle to 

yield the left lane when being overtaken on a multilane highway. Specifies the alloca-

tion of moneys received from the increased fine imposed for aggressive careless driv-

ing. Requires the HSMV to provide information about the Highway Safety Act in 

driver's license educational materials, etc.
